Message of Behrooz Qarib-Poor, Deputy Secretary of 10th International Puppet Festival
(Tehran, Mobarak) and the Head of Mobarak (UNIMA)

Shadow plays and shadowy puppets are like watching ghosts under the glimmering light of the sacred lamp. They are
silent, waiting for Dalang , the old master to finish his conversation with the young master. From sunrise to the rising
of the moon, these two sit face to face, one speaking the other silent, one the Master and the other the Apprentice.
One is old and experienced, the other on the threshold of entering into a world force upon him but with many attrac-
tions: the world of shadowy puppets and Vayang Colit . The old master repeats his old lesson to his disciple son. "You
will share in the people's grief and sorrows, you will share in their happiness. You will be their confidante, their inti-
mate guide. They will invite you to their weddings, to the funeral ceremonies of their loved ones. Then you will
either cheer them up or console them. You are the performer. You must not lie. You will bring objects to life like liv-
ing creatures on death screens, morbid screens and on ghost screens. You will grant them a temporary life and without
taking one's hand you shall act in a way as if you have taken a child's hand from darkness into the light which is visi-
ble only to you. You shall walk through dreamy alleys of human imagination. Remember that all of your audiences
are like your children. You shall take them from the mundane world to the lasting world of the imagination. Then
because you are the master and the guide, you must know the way. You must know the dream world. You must be
able to take them back to Earth, to their homes and their lives. After taking this imaginary journey, you will take your
fancied sleep walker with you to the land where Good Evil, Truth and Falsity struggle with each other. Teach them
that in the world of dreams, truth shall triumph over falsehood and good over evil so that they will learn to take the
sufferings and hardships of daily life. Show them the resurrection, the inferno. Show them happiness and Paradise,
and make them believe that they will be in today's visible matrix for just a short time just like our puppets."

The young master, a ghost-like shadow who has been staring at his master for some time without taking his eyes off
him, glances at the shadowy puppets of people who are on the edge of being and not being all the time and becomes
all ears again. "You shall sit at the poor man's table and there pretend that you are partaking of a kingly feast. Treat
them with respect so that they will believe your speech, your words and your actuations when you are playing at
night.You shall be invited to palaces. There pretend that you are satisfied. Pretend that the kingly feast which you
have partaken will not make you speechless and treat your audience - the King - in a way that he would be conceived
as being your superior. At night pretend that your wealthy audience is those naive villagers and do not let their glory
and magnificence change your word in their favor. Be the servant of truth and prefer to serve the truth than to serve
the master."

The master falls silent and gazes into the eyes of the young master, after which he puts out the light of the sacred
lamp. Both are now illumined by the moonlight, the eternal light of shadow play in this world. The magic of their
meeting and the echo of their dialogue spread throughout the world.

"Now break up the silence and tell me if you are ready to be the truthful performer of man's stories. Are you ready to
use all your power, imagination and creativity to bringing joy and consolation to your audience? If your answer is
yes, then I will be obliged to write the mystic word of "Ong" on your tongue with sweet honey so that your tongue
will be sweet and truthful. The young master, the performer of the magic shadows who is on the threshold of a world
of mysteries, pauses, and relishing the joy of his commitment, tells the old master that he accepts. Yes, | am ready
for the service which you have envisioned for me for many years. And tonight, the old master, with his shaking hand
dips a brush a small bowl of honey and writes the word "Ong" on the young master's tongue. Then on the sky screen
under the moonlight and with the music of stars the eternal shadow play begins and the world's minstrels begin to
sing in chorus Khayyam's Persian song, thelyrics of which follow:
